> health insurance covering health care costs in Belgium

> certificate of good health proving that you do not pres-
ent a risk to public health in Belgium (standard form
filled out by a doctor)

> certificate confirming the absence of convictions for
common crimes or offences

> an official document of admission
> your valid passport
> your valid visa or a valid Belgian residence permit

The Brussels Capital Region is comprised of 19 municipalities

registering in your icipality of resids is datory

check in which municipality your home address is located

you will have to go to the municipal administration at least three times

during your registration

on the website of your municipality, you will find information on how to register
(making an appointment, submitting documents, etc.)

There are 3 ways to register:

1. With a D visa

All documents have been provided to the embassy, which issues a D visa. With this D

visa, only a residence inspection is required and Annex 15 is issued immediately.

If the file is incomplete when you apply to the municipality:

> If visa B41 or B42 = the student must complete their file within four months by
providing proof of their definitive registration in the institution.

> If visa B43 = the student must complete their file within four months by providing
proof of their registration with the mutual insurance fund or a private insurance
company.

2. Without a D visa but residing legally (Declaration of arrival or valid A card)

There is a list of documents to be provided which are subject to Immigration Office

approval after a positive residence investigation. You will be given an Annex 33ter that

acknowledges receipt of your file. Only after a positive decision by the Immigration

Office can you be listed in the Aliens’ register and an A card can be ordered.

If the file is incomplete when you apply to the ipality: If the file is i plete, you

have 30 days to complete it

3. Without a visa and not residing legally (exceptional circumstances)

There is a list of documents to be provided which are subject to Immigration Office

approval after a positive residence investigation. You will be given an Annex 3 that

acknowledges receipt of your file. Only after a positive decision by the Inmigration

Office will you be listed in the Aliens’ register and an A card can be ordered
